1) STARS & STRIPES FOREVER ~ “The King of Instruments” 
A contrasting programme of music played on the 4 manual Willis Organ at the Victoria 
Hall  - Hanley. Organ and Orchestral transcriptions including:- 
Londonderry Air, Pomp & Circumstance No.4 by Elgar and Fauré’s hauntingly beautiful 
Pavane. The instruments huge resources come into their own in a highly charged 
performance of Johann Sebastian Bach’s Fantasia & Fugue in G minor BWV 542, 
including the Solo Tuba and the gravitas of the 32ft reed! In contrast to this, a homage 
to the American Virtuoso Virgil Fox in Handel’s Aria in F and the American theme 
continues with Dudley Buck’s Concert Variations on the “Star Spangled Banner” a real 
Tour de Force leading to Mulet’s Carillon Sortie and an encore by J.Philip Sousa.

The stunning URC Church in Coventry is the newest CD title recorded in 2006. Its one 
of two CDs recorded to celebrate the 10th Anniversary of its very fine 3-manual Organ. 
Pieces include:- Mozart’s Fantasia in F minor K608, Elgar’s beautiful Chanson du Matin. 
Bach’s most famous Toccata & Fugue in D minor BWV 565. In contrast we have James 
Horner’s “My Heart will go on” from the film Titanic, and to bring us to a grand finale, 
Coates’s Dambusters March.

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4) LIVERPOOL ECHOES ~ The mighty 146 stop “Willis” Organ  
This is surely one of the mighty wonders of the world with it purpose built  
Organ chambers and the Cathedral’s luxurious 10 second acoustic! 
The recording includes Gigout Grand Choeur Dialogue which shows off the stunning  
“Trompette Militaire on 50” Wind high up in the Corona Gallery. Stanford’s monu-
mental Fantasia & Toccata in D minor is foiled by the ever popular Toccatina of Yon 
and the spectacular French firework Toccata Tu es Petra by Mulet. Just some of the 
pieces to whet your appetite.Other works by Bach,Dupre & Guilmant.

5) ROCHDALE ROMANCES ~ “A Lancastrian Gem” 
Rochdale Town Hall provides us with the perfect setting for this disc of romantic 
music. With the 4 manual J.J.Binns Organ of 1913 with its sumptuous tonal colour 
and the hall’s warm acoustic we settle in for a real treat including Walton's Crown 
Imperial, Bach’s majestic “Dorian” Toccata & Fugue in D minor and  
Widor’s triumphal Symphonie No.6 in G minor. and a toe tapping encore written by 
a Clergyman! “ A delightfully exuberant recital, the enthusiasm was contagious”……..

6) THE TRUMPET SHALL ~ “Music to Soothe the Soul” 
A programme of classics including Mascagni’s heart warming intermezzo from 
”Cavalleria Rusticana” and the ever popular Largo from Dvorak’s “New World     
Symphony” played on the superb 4 – manual Organ at St Mary’s Saffron Walden 
which has a most impressive battery of Chamade Trumpets. For the more stalwart 
Organ enthusiast we have Bach’s “Great Prelude & Fugue in A minor BWV 543” and 
also Cesar Franck’s monumental Choral no.3. Other works include Reginald Goss-
Custard’s “Chelsea Fayre”, Wagner’s beautiful “Romance to the Evening Star” and 
Virgil Fox’s tremendous arrangement of  Bach’s “Now thank we all our God”. A truly 
versatile disc which shows the huge tonal palette of this organ and has something 
for everyone on it.
